CALIFORNIAó 2010 CONFERENCE 
January 20-22, 2010 

 

CCAPW President Roberta Barton was 

among a group of dynamic women who 

gathered in Santa Cruz early this year for the Womenôs 

Foundation Conference from January 20-22.  It was three days 

filled with networking and strategizing on ways that institutions, 

policy leaders, advocates and nonprofit organizations can be a 

force for positive change for elder women in California.  

Discussions focused on how all of these partners can be an 

effective, unified and coordinated movement to lead the charge 

for change. 

 

The first day was a roundtable discussion of current legislation 

and issues that impact our aging population, especially women.  

It was very interesting to learn about challenges specific to 

different regions of the state as well as common challenges that 

we all share regardless of where we live, work and play.  Later 

that evening, CCAPW Past President Debbie Tom lead a fun 

group activity that allowed institute participants to get to know 

each other better by sharing their personal stories with everyone. 

 

The final day began with a panel of women representing various 

regions and communities of color, including Roberta Barton, 

your CCAPW President.  Each panelist spoke about issues 

important to her region and her ethnic community.  A Q&A 

session followed with some very good questions from the 

audience.  After a lunch break to nourish our bodies and brain 

cells, attendees broke out into smaller groups to brainstorm 

solutions to some of the issues and concerns that had developed 

during the roundtable discussion the day before. 

 

A group of Valley women who attended the institute has been 

meeting regularly to continue networking, advocating and 

inspiring each other.  This fall, the Womenôs Foundation is 

hosting a statewide fundersô tour and annual meeting.  The 

Foundation is working with the Valley group to include some 

local sites on the tour and hold the annual meeting in Fresno.

Over 60 CCAPW members, 

supporters, and friends gathered at 

Joy Luck Chinese Restaurant on 

Sunday, March 14, 2010, to enjoy 

appetizers and hear a talk by Dr. 

Jane Junn, Professor of Political 

Science at the University of Southern California, titled 

ñAsian American Political Engagement: Who is Active in 

Politics?ò 

 

The event started with opening remarks by CCAPW 

President Roberta Barton, and an icebreaker activity led by 

CCAPW Past President Debbie Tom.  Each table of CCAPW 

members and friends worked hard to identify languages from 

Debbieôs ñquizò, and to come up with answers regarding 

widely-used languages in Fresno County and California. 

 

 

 

 

Dr. Jane Junn then presented her thought-provoking research 

on Asian American engagement in politics, which included 

the first national Asian American political survey broken 

down by ethnicity.  This survey was conducted during the 

2008 United States Presidential Election.  Contrary to 

stereotypes of Asian Americans as apolitical, this survey 

showed a rich portrait and broad spectrum of Asian 

American political involvement and activism.   

 

For example, 81% of Asian American citizens were 

registered voters.  Sixty-seven percent of Asian Americans 

surveyed (both foreign-born and citizens) discussed politics, 

21% worked on community problems, and 9% had contacted 

a politician.  Thirty-one percent identified as Democrat, 12% 

as Republican, 21% as Independent/Other, and 32% as not 

thinking in these partisan terms.
